Summary 

The Mardi Gras Challenge Tournament will be played at the SportZone Topeka, KS on Saturday, 
February 18, 2012. There will be two pools of five teams. This is a Silver tournament which 
means that it is open to Silver and Bronze teams only. Warm-ups begin at 7:45a.m.  Coaches 
meetings will be at 7:45 a.m. The first round of pool play begins at 8:00 a.m. with a 2-4-4 warm-
up. Warm-ups will be 1-3-3 after 1st and 2nd round of play. 

The SportZone is a for-profit facility and they rely on the concession stand for a significant 
portion of their revenue. Therefore, the facility does not allow outside food or drink. Teams who 
have played at the SportZone in the recent past have reported that the staff has aggressively 
looked for outside food and has asked those teams with outside food to leave the facility. Please 
respect the facilities food and beverage policies. 

Tournament Play 

Tournament play will be divided into Pool Play (morning) and Bracket Play (afternoon). Pool play 
will consist of two games to 25 points, win by two with no cap, rally scoring, starting with 4-4 on 
the scoreboard. The top 3 teams from each pool advance to Tournament (bracket) play. The 
teams will be ranked for Bracket play accordingly to the following:

Bracket Play
