Summary 

The Rock Chalk Volleyhawk Tournament – all matches will be played at the Robinson 
Gymnasium in Lawrence, KS on Saturday, January 23rd. There will be two pools of five teams 
each. This is a Gold tournament which means that it is open to Gold teams and up to three Silver 
teams (2-1 ratio max). The tournament is run by Kimberly Service from the Mizuno Blazers VBC.

Tournament Play 

Tournament play will be divided into Pool Play (morning) and Bracket Play (afternoon).Pool play 
will consist of two games to 25 points, win by two with no cap, rally scoring, starting with 4-4 on 
the scoreboard. Top 4 from each pool advance to Tournament (bracket) play. The teams will be 
ranked for Bracket play accordingly to the following:

2. Head to head competition. 
3. Point differential between tied teams. 
4. Point differential in all games. 
5. If a tie still exists then a 14 point tie breaker game will be played to determine team to 
advance to tournament play.
