Summary

Tournament Play 
Tournament play will be divided into Pool Play (morning) and Bracket Play (afternoon).Pool play 
will consist of two games to 25 points, win by two with no cap, rally scoring, starting with 4-4 on 
the scoreboard. Top 2 Teams each pool to Gold Bracket and 3 & 4 Team each pool to Sliver 

Bracket. The teams will be ranked for Bracket play accordingly to the following:

5. If a tie still exists then a 15 point tie breaker game will be played to determine team to 
advance to tournament play.
